Parking Reminders
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NO PARKING

With the upcoming holidays, many
homeowners will have visitors. Please
review the following parking rules and
*remember to inform all your holiday
guests of the parking rules.*

e Garages must be utilized for parking
two vehicles.

e Parking boats, trailers, and motor
homes are prohibited on all streets.

e Guests must park in designated guest
spaces and at raised curbs.

e Always allow a twenty-foot driving lane
between parked vehicles when parking.

e Blocking any driveway, garage, or
sidewalk is in direct violation of the City
ordinance.

e Red curbs are Fire Lanes, blocking them
can result in towing and fines from the
City.

e Parking facing the wrong way is against
the law and prohibited.

*Violating any of the above parking
rules may result in a violation or
hearing notice, and your car can be
towed. If you are called to a hearing,
you may be fined.*

violation letter or
be «called to a
hearing where you
may be fined.
